Krider was sixty-six years of
age, and was born and reared in Louls.

gle. He entered as a private, but be-
fore the end of the war he was pro-
moted to the position of Quartermaster
Sergeant. At the closz of the war Mr.
‘Xrider did not give up his career as
g soldier, but went West and became
an Indian fighter. When the Indian
disturbances were subdued Air. Krider
_returned to Loulgville and lived here
‘until the outbreak of tha Spanish-
“American War, when he went to the
Philippine Islands In the position of
war correspondent for a syndicate.
. _After a stay of four Years in_ the
Philippines Mr. Krider removed to New
.Orleans, where he held a Government
%oumou. He lved there until his death.
~Besides his wifs, who was Miss Maggile
{arrington, of Kansas City, before her
iarriage, Mr, Krider ig survived by six
hildren. He also leaves two sisters,
