Albert Turner’s remains were “buried yes-
terday afterncon in the Eastern Cemetery,
i the funeral taking place from the under-
! taker's establishment, 1001 West Chestnut

street, at 3 o’clock., The services were con-

ducted by Rev. G. C. Scott, pastor of Zion

Baytist church,

Since the refusal of the ot}lcers of Zion
church to allow Turner to be buried from
that edifice, his sister, Mrs. Thomas, made
one or two attempts to bave her brother
buried fromm other churches, but was
unsuceessful, the pastors holding that since
Zion church bas refused to bury its dead it
woflld not be right for another church to do
so. The bedy, which had been embalmed,
was being Lem: tor a Sunday church funer: al
but, such being impossible, Turner’s sister
decided to have the burial yesterday after-

noon.

The undertaker refused to have anything
to say 10 the crowd of negrocs who stood in
frant of his establishment all day, but some-
liow the news that the funeral was to occur
