James Wesley Burress

On Friday, March 8, 1844 in Floyd County Indiana, Mr. James Wesley Burress arrived
into this world with the delight of Mr. Elias Burress and Ms. Maria Grosshart. James was
one of three sons. On a beautiful day in 1873, James married Ms. Nancy E. Williams.
By 1910, they had moved to Louisville, Kentucky in Ward 11. Over the course of their
marriage, they had 7 children. Ms. Burress was born Tuesday, June 1, 1852. She
departed from this world on Wednesday, April 25, 1923 at the age of 70 and was laid to
rest in Eastern Cemetery. A few years later on January 13, 1927 Mr. James Burress
joined his wife at Eastern Cemetery. On December 29, 1937, Mr. Burress's brother,
Charles V. Burress, who was born on October 16, 1864, would also be laid to rest in
Eastern Cemetery. Mr. Charles V. Burress has no headstone.
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
